If it’s in light blue, its market day!  The 2nd Saturday of every month April through October vendors, crafters and farmers are welcome to set up booths on the lawn to sell their wares to the public! We hope this program will create some visitor traffic to the museum and will encourage participation in the Norwich History Walks of 2nd Saturdays.

If it’s in pink, it’s a very special event or exhibit! We only have two this year. To celebrate earth day we are asking that people pick up items commonly found by the side of the road and create artistic sculptures for display on our front lawn. In colonial times most things were re-purposed as they grew older but today we toss and abandon on the sides of the street. Our trash bag hand out to clean up the city streets and parks will be limited to two bags per person this year (Our 12th year of Earth Day clean-up leadership in the Norwich community!).   
The 2nd pink is our very own Anniversary celebration. The 110th anniversary of the formation of the Society of the Founders of Norwich. Back in 1901 people wrote reports about different aspects of the city history and proudly read them aloud to entertain and inform each other. They did genealogical research before it was cool. The Leffingwell House Museum will be beginning its 51st year of operation as a museum open to the public. Not very long considering the house is 336 years old. 
Yellow Days are all in August when we will once again collect blankets. Just like in 1774 when the people of Norwich recognized that cold weather follows hot todays residents recognize that people and animals need to be warm. Thin single/twin size blankets are best for the shelters. The small baby blankets are perfect for puppies, kittens, rabbits and ferrets. The animal feed donated was very appreciated too! The families appreciated the queen and king blankets, afghans and quilts.
Purple is a special day for volunteers without whom neither the Society nor museum could survive. So this day is for you! Come for lunch to visit and munch! 
GREEN is a FUNDRAISER and YOU need to come with your friends and family to show your support! An “Evening Under the Stars” will be food and fun on the lawn. We’ll be using ideas and activities provided by the National Wildlife Federation Backyard Caampout. Food will be a potluck but we’re hoping everyone will enjoy the challenge of creating and bringing a dish with an odd number of ingredients. This is a great opportunity to meet and exchange suggestions and ideas with the board of managers members who make the decisions that affect the museum and the membership. ALL BOARD MEMBERS ARE EXPECTED TO ATTEND. 
The Fall Festival will be different this year without the pie competition but we are hoping to attract more participants and visitors to the cocoa contest and to apply more emphasis to the scarecrows. Both are important not only to the museum but to the serve as an autumn focus for the community of Norwich. Whole pies baked by St. Vincent de Paul’s Catering will be available for purchase and for holiday order.
